In the sample part number above, after you finish “building” an assembly, the combination of numbers and letters represent the

part number you should order. For example, a threaded 5015 with insert layout 36-3; end 1 has straight male plug with epoxy/
mesh backend hardware; end 2 has straight female epoxy/mesh backend hardware; with 70 feet of 87193 Super-Trex® cable and
would have the part number “MC363A4B487193F070”.
